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Important Information for New Students

The new rules of Guru Nanak Dev University will be applicable to the new students seeking admission in
various degree and diploma entry courses in the collage from the academic session 2024-25, As per the
requirements of the National Education Policy 2020, the university has implemented credit Based Evaluation and
Grading System (CBEGS) from the academic session 2023-24. Its details are as follows :-

* Course Credit

Each course shall have a certain number of credits assigned to it depending upon the academic load
of the course assessed on the basis of weekly contact hours of lecture, tutorial and laboratory classes,
assignments or field study and/or self study.

Generally, each course shall have an integer number of credits reflecting its weightage. The number
of credits of a course in a semester shall ordinarily be calculated as under:

. Lectures/Tutorials : One lecture hour per week shall normally be assigned on credit. One hour of
tutorial per week shall be assigned one credit. Theory courses shall be generally two to four credits,
and tutorials one credit each. For determining the credits of a theory course, lectures and tutorials
shall be added.

. Practicals : Two laboratory hours per week shall be assigned one credit, Courses other than Lectures/
Tutorials shall be treated as practical courses.

The Course credits for each course shall be given as L-T-P. For example, 3-1-0 will mean that it is a
lecture based course and has 3 lectures, 1 tutorial, and no practical assigned to it. Similary, a course
with 0-0-2 means that it is a practical course with 4 hours of class work, Credit will be assigned to
seminar, dissertation, project etc. under the practical component.

Genreally the course work per semester will be 20 to 30 credits. A student shall register for a minimum
of 20 credits in a semester. Syllabi will be designed with minimum credits required to complete a degree
as follows :

* Grading System :

The student would be awarded a lstter grade on a 10 point scale on the basis of his/her performance,
Grades shall be awawarded as per the follwing table:

* Minimum Credits and Minimum CGPA required for a degree

The eredits for the courses in which a student has oblained 'P' (minirmurm passing grade for a course)
grade or higher shall be counted as Credits earned by him/her. A student shall have to earm a minimum
of such number of Cradits as may be required for the award of a degree in a particular course/discipline.
A student, who has obtained a minimum CGPA of 4 and earned a minimum number of Credits as per
scheme as specified for the programme, shall be eligible for the award of the respective degrea.

a)  Astudent shall be required to maintain a minimum of 4 CGPA at the end of the final semester of
his/her degree programme. If his/her CGPA falls below 4 at the end of final semester, the student
will be declared as having failed in that particular year and will have to seek readmission in the
odd semester of the particular year. For Example : In three year UG programme, the candidate
having failed in the {final) 6th semester will have to seek readmission in the 5th semester,

b) A student getting 'F' grade in any course will be treated as having failed in that course. If he/she
fails in & course, he/she will have to repeal the course and will have to obtain at least ‘P’ grade
in that course within the maximum period to complete the degree for that programme.

A student who does not complete the programme of study within the minimum duration of the course
of his/her study, or gets 'F grade in any course shall not ba eligible for any merit position/medal/
award of the University.

All such students who were admitted under the non-credit based system before the implementation
of credit based avaluation and grading system will be governed under the prevalent respactive
Ordinances of non-credit based system of examination till they pass such classes/courses.

Important information for new students

The new roles of Guro Nanak Dev University will be applicable to the new students zesking admission in various
degree and diploma entry courses in the college from the academic session 2024-25. As per the requirements of the
National Education Policy 2020, the wniversity has implemented credit Based Evaloation and Grading System
({CBEGS) from the academic session 2023-24_ Its details are as follows:-

Course Credit

Each course shall have a certain mumber of credits assigned to it depending upon the academic load of the course

assezsed on the basis of weekly contact hours of lecture, tutorial and laboratory classes. assignments or field study
and/or self study.

Generally, each conrse shall have an integer number of credits reflecting its weightage. The number of credits of a
course in a semester shall ordinarily be calculated as vnder:

1. Lectures/Tutorials: One lectore hour per week shall normally be assigned cne credit. One hour of tutorial per
week shall be assigned one credit Theory courses zhall be generally two to four credits, and tutonals one credit
each For determining the credits of a theory course, lectures and tutorials shall be added.

2. Practicals : Two laboratory hours per week shall be assigned one credit. Courses other than I ectures/Tutorials
zhall be treated as practical courses.

The Course credits for each course shall be given az L-T-P. For example 3-1-0 will mean that it 13 a'lecture bazed
courze and has 3 lectores, 1 tutorial and no practical assigned to it Similarly, a course with 0-0-2 mean= that it is a
practical course with 4 hours of class work Credst will be assigned to seminar, disserfation, project and/or other
practical-oriented courses too.

Generally the course work per semester will be 20 to 30 credits. A student shall repister for a minimnm of 20 credits
in a semester. Syllabi will also be desipned with minimum cred:ts required to complete a degree as follows:

The student would be awarded a letter grade on a 10 point scale on the basis of hiz'her performance. Grades zhall be
awarded as per the following table:

The credits for the courses In which a student has obtained ‘P* (minimum passing grade for a course)

grade or higher shall be counted as Credits eamed by him/her. A student shall have to eam a minimum

of such number of Credits as may be required for the award of a degree in a particular coursa/discipline.

A student, who has obtained a minimum CGPA of 4 and eamed a minimum number of Credits as per

scheme as specified for the programme, shall be sligible for the award of the respective degres.

a) Astudent shall be required to maintain a minimum of 4 CGPA at the end of the final semester of
his'her degres programme, If his‘her CGPA falls below 4 at the end of final semestar, the student
will be declared as having failed in that particular year and will have to seek readmission in the
odd semester of the particular year. For Example : In three year UG programme, the candidate
having falled In the (final) B8th semesiler will have 1o seek readmission In the 5th semester.

b) A student geiting 'F' grade in any course will be irealed as having failed in that course, If he/she
fails in a course, hefshe will have to repeat the course and will have to obtain at least ‘P’ grade
in that course within the maximum pericd to complete the degree for that programme.

A student who does not complete the programme of study within the minimum duration of the course
of higher study, or gets ‘F' grade in any course shall not be eligible for any merit position/medal/
award of the University.

Nota :

1. All such students who were admitted under the non-credit bazed system before the implementation
of credit based evaluation and grading system will be governed under the prevalent respective
Ordinances of non-credit based system of examination till they pass such dasses/courses.
